8. TO CONSIDER THE TOWN COUNCILLORS MONTHLY REPORT

Councillor Cogdon Declared an interest and said feedback from residents who attended a site visit with D.C.C Highways regarding yellow lines in Cumberland Terrace requested by Our Lady and St Thomas School. Had been to place yellow lines from the junction to the Church.

The Town Council decided not to submit any comment.

Councillor Henfrey said thankyou to staff for all the work done on the Pumpkins.

Councillor Maynard said he had been involved with asking children demonstrating anti social behaviour to move on.

The Community Services Officer said children involved with mud slinging had been served with behaviour notices from Durham Constabulary.

Councillor Carr said residents have complained about the Vape store placing advertising flags on pavement and shop users parking opposite the bus stand at Cottles. Councillor Carr was advised to contact D.C.C Neighbourhood Services, Street sceen.
9. TO CONSIDER THE COUNTY COUNCILLORS MONTHLY REPORT
Councillor Gunn said;
There will have been £ 246 million cuts to D.C.C by 2021. There have been 2,500 jobs lost.

The slow roll out of Universal Credit is a concern and will affect people in the Division.

The Teaching Assistants Ballot has been a success.

The County Councillors are investing Neighbourhood Funds into the V.C project.

D.C.C are promoting Adoption and Fostering. There are currently 600 looked after children.

Lumiere will be provided in Durham again this year. 

Councillor Tinsley said;

Halloween Events on 28th October 2017 provided crafts and pumpkin carving in the afternoon and Halloween Party with competitions, a magician and a storyteller in the evening. The event was enjoyable and well received.

The Clerk said the pumpkin carving, if repeated, will be delivered on a separate day to the party, in future years.
The Bottle Bins will soon be removed from Town Green car park.

Remembrance Sunday will be 12th November 2017 at 3pm with the road closure at 2.30pm.
County councillors and Councillor Henfrey and staff met with Northern Heartlands who have pledged to invest 1.8 million into Weardale, Crook and Willington over the next three years. We are hoping to access funding  and also get involved with an Opera North production.

The Defibrillator was used on Friday. The resident was unable to close the cabinet door , she took it home then left with Crook police station.

The Defibrillator equipment for Sunnybrow School is being organised.

Councillor Greensmith suggested the council should look to install another one in Lower Willington.

Councillor Tinsley will speak to the Landlord at The Black Horse.
